Installing Zimpl and using it with CPLEX

day, April 14th.

The source code comes with a README file, which explains how to install.
This sghould work:

1. download the source code
2. untar the source code with command: tar -xvzf zimpl-3.1.0.tgz
compile the source code with command: make

check the installation: make check
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the binary located in /bin/zimpl is the zimpl program

In case of installation problems, see the README file.
After installing zimpl, it is used with the command:

zimpl filename



Then a file called filename.lp is generated. This is solved with cplex by the
following commands:

cplex

r filename.lp
opt

di so va -

(the last command displays the value of all variables).

You may not have access to cplex immediately. If not you should download the
file access.ilm from the course page and save it at root level in your file directory.

Then write
setenv ILOG_LICENSE_FILE $HOME/access.ilm
in a shell and start using cplex
